As | write this we
are nearing the end
of the run of this
year's pantomime
performances. It's been a great
success — sometimes getting
more laughs when we go wrong
than when we get it right!

The good thing about being part
of the pantomime is not just the
fun of performing, but also in
being part of something that in-
volves people just doing some-
thing good together —in this
case raising money for and
awareness of the Youth and
Community Project - and making
new friends at the same time.

Of course, getting together like
this often means making yourself
vulnerable ("What if | forget my
lines? What if | make a fool of
myself?”). The answer is, being
vulnerable is part of what makes
any community strong. Revealing
our own weaknesses not only
permits others to encourage and
support us (there's a lot of caring
in the Panto group); it also gives
others the opportunity to con-
front their own fears and vulnera-
bilities — and in recognising and
supporting each other in these
things, we become a body that is
stronger than the sum of its
parts.

Meteor Showers on their
way!

Robert Beeman of the Cornwall
Astronomy Society tells us what to
look out for in the skies above us
during April and May.

Spica, the brightest star in Virgo
and Arcturus at the foot of
Bootes, are now prominent in the
south. Leo the Lion dominates
the early evening sky with the
Plough above. Moving up from
Leo and Virgo through the faint
stars of Coma Berenices we come
to a star with an unusual name,
Cor Caroli, the Heart of Charles.
Through a small telescope Cor
Coroli is a colourful double star.

Almost overhead look for the
Northern Crown, Corona Borealis
with the aptly named star
Alphekka, in Arabic “the bright
one of the broken ring”, a blue
white main sequence star about
75 light years away (lya). This is
an eclipsing binary system but
the variation in brightness is too
small to be detected by the
naked eye.

The Lion’s tail star Denebola in
Leo is 40lya. The Persian as-
tronomers called it “the weather
changer”; when this star rises just
before dawn in the autumn, the
weather will cool, when it finally
leaves the night sky in late spring
warmer weather is on the way.

About halfway along the body of
Hydra, the Water Snake is main

star of the constellation, Aplhard,
an orange red giant 177lya. This
is an Arabic name meaning “the
solitary one”, as it is an isolated
bright star in a rather empty area
of night sky.

April
brings the
Lyrid me-
teor
shower,
the radi-
ant is
close to Vega. The prediction is
for 10 to 20 per hour and they
peak on the morning of the 23rd
of April, but are around in re-
duced numbers from 16th to
25th April. Unfortunately it looks
as if the Moon will washout all
but the brightest.

On the 8th of May there is the
peak of the Eta Aquarid meteor
shower which is one of two
showers resulting from the debris
of Halley's comet. The radiant
will be low in the South East and
the Moon should not interfere.

For both of these meteor show-
ers the best time to view will be
in the hours between midnight
and dawn.

Jupiter and Saturn will be for the
night owls, being low in the
south from about 0200hrs. Mars
will be low in the west just after
sunset, but be careful as the sep-
aration between Mars and the
setting Sun is only a few degrees
of azimuth.
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The Kessell family history

The Kessell family is one of the
largest families of Mabe. The
‘Kistle' family originated in Ger-
many and at least two brothers
came to Cornwall a few hundred
years ago with one settling in St
Austell and the other in the Mabe
area.

At the start of the 20th Century,
William Henry Kessell (known as
Billy be Damned) was living in
Mabe. He was a master blaster in
the quarries, earned good money
and lived well in a nice house in
Treverva.

He liked to use the phrase “Billy
be Damned"” if a charge failed or
there was a need to move some-
thing special. He would come
home on a Friday after work, give
his wife the following week's
house-keeping, then go to Fal-

mouth only returning home on
Sunday in time for Sunday lunch.
Often he would still be under the
influence, but always had choco-
late for the kids. The kids would
have their chocolate then be sent
to another room away from Billy
be Dammed, as after lunch he
would need to sleep.

On Monday morning, he would
be back at work again blasting
granite boulders out in the
quarry.

William and his wife had 13 chil-
dren, many of whose descen-
dants still live in Mabe and went
on to be publicans, parish coun-
cillors ,founders of MYCP and
local businessmen or farmers.
You may recognise the names
Chinn, Bryant, O’Connor, Roberts,
Hocking and Rollings who all
came from the family of Billy Be
Damned.

Mabe fights back against
period poverty

A new community-driven initia-
tive to provide young females ac-
cess to free sanitary products is
available for donations at Mabe's
Community Hall.

‘The Red Box Project’, a campaign
launched to stop the stigma
against ‘period poverty’, will pro-
vide young-females with free
sanitary care. Period poverty is
when a young female is unable
to access and afford feminine hy-
giene products.

lobby Once filled,
the box is then donated to local
Secondary schools within the
area so that young women can
have constant access to the sup-

ply.

The scheme was founded in 2017
after it emerged that girls had
been skipping school and conse-
quently missing out on their edu-

cation because they could not af-
ford sanitary products.

Research by Plan International, a
UK based charity, found 1in 10
girls in the UK are unable to af-
ford sufficient sanitary care.

The research also revealed that
42% of girls have resorted to
using makeshift products, such as
socks and clothing, because tam-
pons and towels are too expen-
sive.

Recognising this need has re-
sulted in a nationwide campaign,
from communities stretching
from Scotland to Cornwall all do-
nating to eradicate the stigma.

Most schools will have a limited
supply of sanitary products but
generally, they are only to be
given out in emergencies. How-
ever, this new project will allow
pupils to ask for ‘The Red Box’
through a member of staff and
take what they need.

Having a constant supply will
also help to avoid any stress, anx-
iety or embarrassment pupils
face when having to ask for
emergency help.
